Subject: Filling up of the post of Superintendent/District Opium Officer in
Central Bureau of Narcotics, Department of Revenue, Ministry of Finance
on deputation basis - Regarding.

In terms of Ministry of Finance, Department of Revenue, G.S.R. 392
dated 19t July, 2001, Central Bureau of Narcotics, Department of Revenue,
Ministry of Finance intends to fill up 02 (Two) vacant posts of Superintendent
(Executive) /District Opium Officer on deputation basis. The vacancies may
vary (increase/decrease). The selected candidates are liable to be posted under
any jurisdictional office/Headquarters of Central Bureau of Narcotics. Any
conditional application regarding place of posting or any other issue shall not

be entertained.

2. The post of Superintendent (Executive)/District Opium Officercarries the
pay scale in PB-2 (Rs. 9300-34800) + Grade Pay of Rs. 4800 (pre-revised)
(Level-8 as per 7th CPC Pay Matrix).

3. In terms of the Recruitment Rule, the following categories of officers are

eligible: -
Officers in Customs and Central Excise Commissionerate - holding the posts of

(i) Superintendent (Customs) or Superintendent (Central Excise) (Group B’)
OR
(i)  Inspector of Central Excise with 3 years regular service in the grade.

The Departmental officers in the feeder category who are in the direct
line of promotion shall not be eligible for consideration for appointment on
deputation. Similarly, deputationists shall not be eligible for consideration for

appointment by promotion.



4, The duties and responsibilities: - Superintendent/District Opium Officers
give assistance to the Assistant Narcotics Commissioner, Deputy Narcotics
Commissioner, Narcotics Commissioner in enforcement and regulation of
Narcotics Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985, which includes: -

(1) Superintendence of the licit cultivation of opium poppy in India

(i1) License to manufacture natural manufacture drugs from poppy straw
under Rule 36-A of the NDPS Rules, 1985

(iii)  License to manufacture synthetic manufactured drugs under Rule 37 of
the NDPS Rules, 1985

(iv)  Issuance of import license and export authorization of narcotic drugs,
psychotropic substances under Rule 56 & 59 respectively of the NDPS
Rules, 1985.

v) Issuance of No Objection Certificate for import and export of Controlled
Substances.

(vi)  Registration of sales contract of poppy straw

(vii)  Allocation of quota of Narcotic Drugs for its use and consumption under
Rule 67 (E) (2) of the NDPS Rules, 1985.

(viii) Registration of manufacturers of Psychotropic Substances

(ix) Discharges the obligations cast under the three United Nations
Conventions i.e., Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs, 1961, United
Nations Convention on Psychotropic substances, 1971 and United
Nations Convention against illicit traffic in Narcotic Drugs and
psychotropic substances, 1988.

(%) Collection and development of intelligence, investigation, search, seizure
and arrest of drug traffickers.

(xi) Initiating action under PITNDPS Act

(xii) Monitoring of legal/court matters

(xiii) Undertaking financial investigation

S. The pay & allowances and other terms will be regulated in accordance
with the Department of Personnel & Training’s O.M/No.6/8/2000-Estt(Pay-II)
dated 17th June, 2010 as amended from time to time.

6. Period of deputation including period of deputation in another ex-cadre
post held immediately preceding this appointment in the same or some other
organization or department of the Central Government shall ordinarily not to

exceed 03 (three) years.

7. The maximum age limit for appointment by deputation shall not be
exceeding 56 (fifty six) years on the closing date of receipt of applications.
